Author of120 scientific works: Dr. Khardzeishvili with his research team and cooperation with academic N Peryakov in the department of pathology of Moscow Sklifasovsky ER, has determined the morphological bases of so called “organic death”. Gastroenterology: Dr. Khardeishvili determined the morphological features of gastritis induced by CACA and VACA genotype Helicobacter Pylori speeded into the Georgian population: Dr Khardzeishvili was at the head of research team, who investigated the features of BRCS1 gene mutation distribution in Caucasian women. Oncohematology: In 1998 Dr Khardzeishvili headed a ganted scientific research”- Non Hodgkin`s lymphomas immuhomorphological markers”. And they revealed the new, previously unknown diagnostic criterions. Immunomorphology: Dr. Khardzeishvili maid important immunomorphological researches in gynecology, gastroenterology, pulmonology, otorhinolaryngology and stomatology. For the first time he revealed intranosological morphological variants of stomatitis, tonsillitis, pulpitis, endometrities according the quantitative and qualitative distribution of T and B cells. The present field of his scientific interest involves study of morphological features of stem cells during different types of carcinomas. He supported foundation of molecular morphology research methods in Georgia. In 1999 in the first time he used immunohistochemical method during thesis study and scanning electronic microscopy in 1987 as well. Under his leadership were defended 16 dissertations (Candidates of Medical Science-10, Degree of Doctor of Medicine -6). He`s co-author of several dozen different articles with colleges. Teaching experience: Dr. Omar Khardzeishvli has 47 years of continuous teaching experience. The gained positive experience during the period of his department leadership, was reported in Sweden in1999- “Some aspects of general pathological anatomy at Tbilisi State Medical University”. Professor Khardzeishvili is author of 7 manuals. Guram Bekaia

Guram Bekaya was born on October, 1929 in Tbilisi. In 1947 after finishing Tbilisi Secondary school for a gold medal, he entered Tbilisi State Medical Institute. At the institute first he was a member and then a head of Students Scientific Council. He participated in a number of Students Republican and All-Union scientific conferences and a prizewinner. During the study at the institute, he published his first scientific papers, including experimental work. After graduating from Tbilisi State Medical University from 1953 to 2005 G. Bekaya worked at Ivane Beritashvili Institute of Physiology of Georgian Academy of Sciences (graduate, junior and senior research fellow, scientific secretary, a head of the laboratory, deputy director in scientific field). Since 2005 to present day G. Bekaya appears to be a scientific consultant at I. Beritashvili Center for Experimental Biomedicine. Since 2009 he appears to be a member of the advisory council of the Rector of Tbilisi State Medical University. In 1959 he defended his thesis for the scientific degree of a Candidate of Medical Sciences - “Functional peculiarities of tetanic and tonic neuromotor units” (supervisor - the Academician Iv. Beritashvili). In 1970 in Yerevan at the Center for the cerebellum and vegetative nervous system of L. Orbeli Institute of Physiology he defended his dissertation for a scientific degree of Doctor of Medical Sciences – “Cerebellar control of the integrative activities of the cortex”. In 1971 he was awarded the title of professor. In 1964-1974 G. Bekaya worked at Tbilisi State Medical University as an assistant, a docent, and from 1985 to 2000 he was a Professor at the chair of normal physiology at the same university. From 2000 he worked as a head of Department of fundamental medicine at Tbilisi Advanced Training State Institute for Doctors, and from 2005 G. Bekaya worked at Petre Shotadze Tbilisi medical Academy taking the same position. Scientific interests of G. Bekaya bring together a wide range of biology and medicine. His researches concern neurophysiology, pathophysiology, endocrinology, neuromorphology, neuropsychology, aggressiology, neurochemistry, anesthesiology, reproductology, and obstetrics-gynecology. He published more than 200 scientific papers. His inventions (two certificates of authorship) on vibration metreirinter in 70s of the last century were widely used in gynecological clinics of Moscow, St. Petersburg, Smolensk, Minsk, Kiev, Tbilisi, as well as in gynecological clinics of Japan during prolonged labor and delivery weakness. Professor G. Bekaya is the President of Iv. Beritashvili Society of Georgian Physiologists, a Vice-Editor of the journal - “Proceedings of the Georgian National Academy of Sciences, Biomedical Series”, and a member of International Brain Research Organization (IBRO). Under his leadership 38 candidate and 9 doctoral theses were carried out. G.Bekaya organized and was a participant of many International scientific forums. In 1995 he was elected as a member of the Academy of Environmental Sciences, in 1998 - Academician of the Academy of Medical Sciences of Georgia and in 2006 he was elected as the Academician of the medical and technical Academy of Russian Federation. In 2007 Prof. Guram Bekaya was awarded the prize named after Iv. Beritashvili for the cycle of his scientific papers - “The interaction between the cerebellum and the diencephalon and their role in the integrative activities of the brain”. The scientific activity of Professor Guram Bekaya began in 50s of the XX century, when, under the guidance of the Academician Ivane Beritashvili he performed a unique work on a neuromuscular preparation. Particularly, he succeeded to stimulate the muscular fibers with only one motor nerve (the so-called neuromotor unit). Due to this preparation he was able to confirm the nature of chemical transfer of excitation to the neuromuscular synapse (this work was published in the Proceedings of Georgian National Academy of Sciences in 1955-1956), which in the future (1963) was marked by the Nobel Prize winner John Eccles. From numerous scientific experimental facts obtained by Professor Guram Bekaya a special attention deserves his discovery about the inhibiting impulses coming from the cerebellum. By his future numerous experiments it has been corroborated that the cerebellum along with its influence on the motor system also has a non-motor function resulting in an integrative action of the brain, sleep-wakefulness cycle, perception and blocking of pain, etc. In the cerebellum he discovered the areas of hunger and satiety, pain and its blocking, rage and calmness. A hypothesis was made about the functions of the cerebellum and its participation in the functions of the brain and the general homeostasis of the organism along with other structures of the brain. A fairly extensive investigation G. Bekaya devoted to the study of aggressive behavior mechanisms and for their blocking he developed the pharmacological and non-pharmacological agents. By means of various experiments he established the role of inhibition of synthase of induced nitrogen oxide in the prevention of morpho-functional shifts induced by hypoxia-ischemia in perinatal period and the participation of the nervous system in all these actions was established. Together with Professor Nodar Mitagvaria he has discovered the mechanism of the origin of nitrogen oxide in the nasal mucosa, the inhalation of which in the structures of the lungs, and predominantly, in the alveoli causes the expansion of blood vessels. This significantly promotes, facilitates the transition of oxygen from the alveoli to the capillaries of lung arteries. Professor Guram Bekaya researched disabled children studying their aggressive behavior, in particular the children suffering from attention deficit and hyperactive syndrome, as well as from cerebral palsy and autism. While researching this problem he got interested in ridetherapy (treatment with horses) - hippotherapy and has actively involved in this complex research. Together with the founder of this therapy, Professor Dimitri Tsverava he developed the speicific methods of hippotherapy and the researches in this direction appeared to be quite promising. The researches in this direction are still going on. Along with practical activities, Professor Guram Bekaya appears to be a scientific editor of a numerous collections and textbooks. He organized three National congresses of Georgian physiologists, actively participated in many prestigious forums. He is awarded with numerous orders and certificates, including “Order of Honor”. In the last years he published three popular books – “Normal physiology of Humans” and “The wonders in medicine” (two parts).
Besarion Kilasonia

Physician, Lawyer, Doctor of Medicine, PhD, ScD, Professor; was born in Tbilisi in 1946. After graduating from high school, he continued his studies at Tbilisi State Medical Institute. After graduation of Tbilisi Sate Medical Institute in 1970, he worked as a chief laboratory technician at the Department of Pathological Anatomy and in 1972 he was elected as an Assistant Professor at the same department. He defended PhD thesis (candidate dissertation) in 1978 on Differential Diagnoses of Uterus Cancer and Pre-cancer Pathological Processes. Since 1979, Bessarion Kilasonia continues to work as an Assistant Professor of the Department of Forensic Medicine at Tbilisi State Medical Institute, in 1981 he was elected as the Head of the Department of Forensic Medicine. In 1992, he was elected as the Dean of the Faculty of Medicine by the Council of Medical Faculty of Tbilisi Sate Medical University where he worked until 1998. Then, he was appointed as the Vice Rector of Tbilisi Sate Medical University in Education. While working as the Dean and the Vice Rector, during 1992-2003, he actively participated in optimizing the teaching process, he was involved in creating new curriculum and programs at Tbilisi State Medical University. In these years Bessarion Kilasonia participated in conferences and congresses organized by the World and European Medical Higher Education Association. In 1995 he defended ScD thesis (Medical Doctorate Dissertation) on significant topic of forensic medicine related to maternal mortality and was selected as a Professor of the Department of Forensic Medicine. Since 1998 up to date he is the Head of this department. Bessarion Kilasonia was a member of the Scientific Council of Tbilisi State Medical University, the Faculty Board member and the Academic Degree Awarding Council member. Bessarion Kilasonia was elected as an Academician of the Georgian Academy of Medical Sciences in 1998. Since 2005 he is the President of the Georgian Forensic Medical Association. He was the President of the Georgian Medical Association and currently is a Honorary Member of the same Association. Since 1997 he is the Head of the Georgian Forensic Doctors’ Certification Commission and the Head of the Residency Program in the same field. Bessarion Kilasonia published more than 70 scientific papers on forensic medicine, pathological anatomy and higher education issues. He is the author of three monographies and three manuals, under his supervision two PhD theses (doctoral dissertations) in forensic medicine were defended. Speaks Russian and French languages. Dimitri Tsverava

He was born on July 31,1927in Tbilisi. In 1951 he graduated from the Faculty of Medicine of Tbilisi State Medical Institute. After that, in 1956 he graduated of the Aspirant’s postgraduate course and work started with Assistant of at Chair of Sport Medicine of the Tbilisi State Doctors' Professional Training Institute. He defended candidate dissertation in 1962 and Doctoral Dissertation in 1988. After that, of the position of Assistant he worked as a Docent, Professor and headed to the same chair. He was one of the founders of the LTD. Tbilisi Medical Academy and in 1999-2009 worked with Rector this organization. He has 205 scientific papers, including monographs. Also he was Chief Specialist of the Ministry of Health of Georgia.The main area of its activity is hypo therapeutics .The concept of D.Tcverra radically changed the essence of Hypo therapeutics, which ensured a high healing effect. D.Tcverava is a discovery that is recognized by the World Apex Association. Acknowledging the treatment of horse riding and his scientific study contributed to some of the circumstances:the horse's deep knowledge on one side was due to the fact, that he had a cavalry school and was the Champion of the Republic of Georgia during multiple times, the International Category referee and on the other hand - specialist of medical fitness and sports medicine.The combination of these two professions led to the research of the Hypothesis, which was first published in Ukraine, then in Tbilisi and in 2017 in the English language by order of the World Apex Association. D. Tsverava belongs to the number of first researchers of Hypo therapy; He is one of the founders of modern Hypo therapy of the world .He first developed and introduced a method of hypo therapeutics in cardiology, particularly in ischemic disease, which was rated by the Association of European Cardiologists and was recognized as the new original direction.D.Tcverava first studied and introduced the method of treatment of children with hyperactivity syndrome of attention deficiency used the most difficult type of sport, "High School for Training". Also DTcverava,s scientific research, in particular "Rider-Horse", as a unified biological system, preceded clinical-physiological studies based on its physiological, zoolophysiological and psychological mechanisms, based on hypotherapeuticsHe developed a scientific basis, methodology and various methods of hypo therapeutics, which were essentially pioneers, are recognized and implemented in many countries of the world.D.Tcverava is a academician of the Georgian Academy of Medical Sciences and Member of the Russian Pharmaceutical Academy, President of the Georgian hypo therapeutics Society, President of the Association of Medical Physical and Sports Medicine of Georgia and Vice-President of the World Apex Association.

At the same time (1989-2000) he worked as a lecturer at the Department of Pathological Anatomy of the Tbilisi State Medical Institute. 1991-1997 R. Chikhladze heads the international relations department of the Tbilisi State Medical Institute. From 1998 to 2000, he served in the Ministry of Labor, Health and Social Protection of Georgia as the Deputy Head of the Licensing Department of Medical Activities. In 2000, Ramaz Chikhladze defended his doctoral dissertation on "Morphogenesis and Pathological Anatomy of Osteoarthritis".
